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Tissue Mechanics Actions: 
Two members were added to the Tissue Mechanics Working Group.  The first is Daniel Einstein from the Pacific Northwest National Laboratory (PNNL).  Dan is working on a BRP (Bioengineering Research Partnership) centered at PNNL under Rick Corley.  Dan's area of expertise is in the area of hyperelasticity and large-deformation viscoelasticity of soft tissues, with a recent focus on lung mechanics. 

In addition, James Glazier, a MSM consortium member from Indiana University has asked to join the group as an observer.
For year one, the goal of the Tissue Mechanics Working Group is to develop workable solutions for sharing models and crossing the interface between scales with special focus on modeling and model sharing issues related to tissue mechanics.  
A discussion thread regarding the actions and/or discussions that the group should be using to meet the goals of the working group was initiated.  (Guess)  
An action item for next month will be to set up a conference call for the group.  The purpose of this call will be to facilitate a discussion on how we can best accomplish our stated goals.  (Guess)
